Getting to Bedlam Glasgow from the centre of Glasgow couldn’t be easier. Just follow the 
M80 round the Stepps bypass until it becomes the A80, then take the second slip road at 
Mollinsburn and turn right at the roundabout. Keep going in the same direction over the 
second roundabout (so the Barrs Irn Bru factory is on your right) and take the first left and 
follow it for about half a mile, past the Sauchenhall Riding School. Finally take the next 
right up the hill and enter the Bedlam gates. We have plenty on-site parking, and 
everything you need is well signposted. 



On The Day
What time does the day start and finish?

Your Bedlam days starts at 9 am and it is essential you arrive on time so that we can get 
you checked in and kitted out in time for game play.

Is lunch included in my day at Bedlam?

Lunch is included in the Extreme Bedlam, Ultimate Bedlam and Junior Extreme Bedlam 
packages, but can be bought on site for £5 for players not purchasing any of these 
packages.

How much money should I bring with me?

If your package does not already include lunch or spare paintballs, then it’s wise to bring 
enough money to at least cover that. However, all Bedlam venues accept all major 
credit/debit cards - except American Express.

What should I do if I can't get enough players in my group?

Don't worry, all you need to do is phone our office as soon as you can and let us know how 
many players will be attending. This will avoid any confusion on the day and will ensure 
your day runs smoothly from the outset.

Can I buy refreshments on-site?

Yes, at each of our paintball sites we have a shop in our safe zone, selling tea/coffee, 
juice, snacks and hot lunches.

What should I tell everyone in the group to bring with them?

You should ensure that each player has sturdy footwear, suitable for a woodland 
environment, and loose comfortable clothing. You should also tell each member of the 
group to bring money/credit/debit cards for paintballs and pyrotechnics as well as for lunch 
and any other refreshments they may want during the day.

How can I pay for my paintballs and products?

Bedlam Head office and all on-site shops accept cash and all major credit and debit cards 
(Switch/Maestro, Visa, Mastercard etc - not American Express).
